To welcome students and project partners 
from  all over the world  and organise their stay in Lesvos.  
 
      3. Fundraising Coordinator  
To develop, implement and coordinate a fundraising programme for the 
recruitment of individual donors that will maximise net income generation and 
optimise the supporter base, to prepare project proposals, to assist in 
developing a marketing recruitment plan, tactics and budget for ad hoc 
donors, to brief agencies and  donors and work closely with them to deliver on 
time the expected outcomes

language would be an asset. Students from Cyprus will be most welcome.
